early care and education

2007: a eflection of that leadership

A first in

L eading the way for quali -

ty early care and education,
Early Childhood Alliance
made strides in improving
the future of children with
its accomplishments in
2007. Early Childhood
Alliance’s Downtown
Center became Indiana’s
first program to achieve
High/Scope Program
Accreditation, marking a
path for oth -

ers to follow.

To achieve
that goal, the
Downtown
Center meets
standards for
curriculum,
staff profes-
sional devel-
opment, pro-
gram quality
and parent
involvement.

“We personal-
ly wanted to
be accredited
because it is a
measure of
quality and
how well we
implement

our curricu -
lum,” said

Nearly 400 infant s, toddlers and preschool children were enrolled in our two Fort W
Children's Centers, with an additional 20 school-age children in the Downtown Center
summer program.

Dawn Cole-Easterday,
trainer. “We have National
Association for the
Education of Young
Children (NAEYC) accredi -
tation that shows we're an
accreditated program, but
High/Scope accreditation is
more of a measure of how
well we implement the
curriculum.”

In addition, Dawn said
High/Scope accreditation
helps teachers to focus on
why it's important to
involve parents in their

child’s early education,
resulting in more involved
family groups.

Teachers also feel more pre
fessional as a result of the
accreditation, giving them
more pride in their chosen
field, she said.

Accreditation was granted
by the High/Scope
Educational Research
Foundation in Michigan, an
independent, non-profit
organization that is known
internationally for its cur -
riculum for young chil -
dren and research of the
long-term effects of
quality preschool edu -
cation. The High/Scope
curriculum for young
children includes a
training component to
prepare staff to work
with children and fami -
lies of all backgrounds.
An assessment method
is also used, incorporat-
ing observation and
documentation of a
child’s progress.

State adopts
ECA quality
system

L eading the way again,
Early Childhood Alliance
set the standards for quality
early care and education,
and the State of Indiana fol-
lowed our direction by
adopting our quality rating
system, Paths to QUALITY.
The program will be coordi -
nated by the Bureau of
Child Care with support
from the Indiana
Association for Child Care
Resource and Referral and
the Indiana Association for
the Education of Young
Children. ECA will be
involved as one of the 11
resource and referral agen
cies statewide.

Early Childhood Alliance
began Paths to QUALITY in
2000 in northeast Indiana.
Because of our success, 4Cs
of Southern Indiana adopt-
ed our program, as well. So,
when the state was evaluat
ing quality rating systems

to find one it could imple -
ment, the success of our
program led them to adopt
Paths to QUALITY.

“It's great that the state saw

the value in our program,”
said Julia Carsten, Paths to

ayne



QUALITY Specialist. “As
an industry, it shows that
we take early care and
education seriously, and
that we promote school
readiness.”

We are proud and excited
to be touching more lives
by sharing our rating sys-
tem to improve the quality
of early care and education
for all Indiana children.
But with change comes
more change. And for
Early Childhood Alliance
that has meant moving to
the state system, as well.

At the end of 2007, we
transitioned 200 child care
programs to the Indiana
Bureau of Child Care for
the implementation of the
statewide model.

The Paths to QUALITY
model was rolled out in
northeast Indiana and
Evansville beginning in
January 2008. The other
areas of the state will
follow.

A quality rating system not
only helps providers offer
the types of programs they
strive to accomplish, but
also gives parents the tools
to assess the different types
of care available. Paths to
QUALITY is a tool to assist
parents in locating the best
early care and education
program to meet their fam -
ily’'s needs. It also gives
providers the tools to reach
excellence in their
programs.
